Nanoscience and nanotechnology constitute
a frontier field of science and engineer ing
research. Nanomater ials, due to their

physico-chemical char acteristics being vastly
differ ent from bulk counterpar ts, offer a fascinating
world of systems/ technologies that can be exploited
for human benefit. Chemistr y of nanomater ial
synthesis and characterization is an upcoming ar ea of
research. There are numerous applications of
nanotechnology in the fields of health, sanitation and
energy generation that could impr ove the quality of
life.  Harnessing solar energy using nanomater ial-
based solar cells promises to be cost effective and effi-
cient. Hopes are high that nanotechnology r esearch,
especially in the areas of nanomembr anes or catalytic
nanopar ticles, will yield new solutions to the
problems related to waterbor ne diseases.
Nanotechnology may also be applied in desalination
plants , and in municipal water tr eatment plants for
extracting contaminants fr om dr inking water .
Nanotechnology uses in food secur ity, ripening of
crops and the generation of nano-siz ed capsules
containing pesticides that would r elease their
contents only in the pr esence of the relevant
pathogen, are some exciting possible applications in
agricultur e. Other areas of their application include
packaging mater ials, nanosensors, novel foods and
drug delivery. Meanwhile , some concerns about the
potential r isks of nanomater ials to human health and
the envir onment ar e also being voiced and need to be
examined carefully.
